Public Service Commercials: These commercials are different. They don't try to 
sell you stuff.

Entertainment Commercials: These are all about TV shows, movies, or events. 
They want you to watch or go to them and have fun.

Education Commercials: These commercials are for schools or educational 
programs. They tell you how you can learn new things or go to a special school.
